Uncontrolled movement of tip truck

A customer was entering the quarry to
pick up a load when he stopped to visit
the bathroom. He parked the vehicle
on the edge of the haul road, turned it
off and pulled up the handbrake.

Upon his return, the vehicle had
travelled approximately 75m across the
road, and stopped against the bushes
on the opposite side of the road.

You need to ensure that:

1. All vehicles are fundamentally
stable when parked including
bunds, trenches or chocks as
